














1. Verses 31-38 of chapter 8 have a lot to say about suffering and loss. Jesus must suffer.
His followers must deny themselves. They must also lose their life in this world for the sake
of the gospel. This will definitely seem foolish to the world around us.

Read | Corinthians 1:18-25 and reflect on how these words connect with the words of
Jesus in Mark 8.

2. Obviously, people aren’t going to be flocking to sign up to follow Jesus if it means suffering.
Should we hide these parts of the Bible? Should we save them for after someone gets
saved?

Dietrich Boenhoeffer, a Christian who was martyred by the Nazi’'s during WWII said, “The
cross is laid on every Christian...When Christ calls a man He bids him come and die.”
How has this changed your understanding of what it means to follow Christ?

How might it change how you would tell someone else?

3. Some would say that it is possible to “be saved” without really being a disciple of Christ.
Do you think one can be saved form their sins without following Jesus as He describes in
this passage? Why or why not?
